Open Space Technology is centred around self-organising and self-managing groups of people that within a minimal methodological frame of procedures develop their own way of working, building on the knowledge, skills, values and attitudes that already exist within the group.

Open Space Technology has been proved to work all over the world (from India to Northern America, from Africa to Western Europe) and the results have been amazing. So, Be Prepared to Be Surprised…
